My discussion paper will focus on a wide range of issues that area mainly indicators of MDG 1
TARGET: Reduction of the proportion of people living on less than a USD1 per day, the
achievement of productive employment and decent work for all including women and young
people. Goal 3. Eliminating gender disparity in primary and secondary education. Indicators are
the ratio of girls to boys in primary and secondary level, shared of women in the wage
employment. Proportion of seats held by women in Parliament. Goal 6 B, universal access to
treatment for all those who need it.

My main discussion will be on the challenges of implementation of achieving MDGs by 2015
and Recommendations.

Distinguished Delegates, it has been noted with great concern the gaps identified by the report
of the Secretary General on MDGs review progress of 12" February 2010, Resolution 64/184.
The gaps are, hunger is increasing and remains a global challenge, full decent employment for
all has remain unfulfilled, Universal access to education, especially for girls, remains unmet.
There is insufficient progress on gender equality and Human Rights issues have been not
recognized. The above gaps reflect inequality in terms of outcomes.

Distinguished Delegates, The MDGs remain feasible with adequate commitment, policies,
resources and effort. Jointly, the Millennium Declaration represents the most important
promise ever made to the world’s most vulnerable people. This promise is not based on pity or
charity, but on Human Rights, solidarity, justice and the recognition that we are increasingly
dependent on one another for our shared prosperity and security.
